   In John 11:25 & 26 ― Jesus said unto her 

(Martha), I Am the resurrection and the life: He 

that believes in me, though he were dead, yet 

shall he live:… and whosoever lives and be-

lieves in me shall never die.‖  His question 

then was ―Do You Believe This?‖  In response 

to this question, Do You?  Do I?   In one reply 

to this question, the Apostle Paul in Philippi-

ans 3:10-11 said, ‖That I may know Him and 

the power of His resurrection, and the fellow-

ship of His sufferings, being made conform-

able  unto His death;… if by any means, I 

might attain unto the resurrection of the 

dead.‖ 

  Beloved the resurrection of Jesus Christ is 

not some ―feel good‖ story, it is the power of 

God unto Salvation for us all.  Theologian A.W. 

Pink once said‖ We cannot make too much of 

the death of Christ, but we can make too little 

of His resurrection.. in pondering the suffering 

of the Savior, let us not forget the glories that 

followed.―  To which I can only add, Jesus not 

only paid the price, He also provided the vehicle to get us through this life 

into life eternal. 

  Max Lucado in his book ―No Wonder They Call Him Savior‖ makes this 

statement, ―The world seems to want to blame conditions on God, how 

could He let things get so unfair and unjust…  has it ever occurred to us 

that He Himself was crucified for telling the best news this world is ever 

going to hear? .. and that He made the way for us, a way that is plain, yet 

sure!!  .. when they put him to death He said ‗it is finished‘ bowed His 

head and gave up the ghost.. only to rise again on the third day never 

ever, ever, ever, no not ever again to have to die on the cross … but 

rather to take His rightful, well earned place in the kingdom of God…AND 

HE IS PREPARING A PLACE FOR US SO THAT WE MIGHT FOREVER BE 

WITH HIM.  – PROVIDING WE DO IT HIS WAY.‖ 

What then should the power of the resurrection mean to me? 

1. God‘s personal promise of my eternal life 

2. The power to transform fearful men into courageous believers-our 

opportunity.   

3. My receiving the resurrection into my life by becoming born-again. 

4. No power on earth could or can defeat or annul the resurrection of        

our Lord. 

5. The living presence of the resurrected Jesus will dispel the darkness 

of doubt and fear from my life as well as other‘s lives.   

  Beloved I close this devotional with 1 John 3:2-3 The Message: ― But 

friends, that's exactly who we are: children of God. And that's only the 

beginning. Who knows how we'll end up! What we know is that when 

Christ is openly revealed, we'll see Him — and in seeing Him, become like 

Him.  All of us who look forward to His Coming stay ready, with the glis-

tening purity of Jesus' life as a model for our own.‖

Points to Ponder

Tweety in his mouth, but Tweety always found a way 

of escape because Sylvester never swallowed.

As I sit here typing 
this, we as a staff are 
getting prepared for 
one of our TEAM 
meetings.  By the time 
you have read this, 
the meeting will have 

happened, but I wanted to take a moment 
and review the big concept that was 
covered, and that’s team. 

You see, the hallmark of any great team, be it 
in the sports world, corporate world or in the 
church world, is trust.  The absence of trust 
makes it impossible to have a highly 
functioning, highly productive team.  Without 
trust a team can never make it out of the 
starting blocks and become the team that 
God had in mind for them to be. 

Trust, in the context of team, is choosing to 
believe that the people around you want the 
same thing as you do, and are therefore 
pulling in the same direction.  Sure, people 
may not agree on the best way to end up at 
the desired destination (in fact great teams 
rarely agree on the best way to do 
something), but the desired destination is 
always mutual. 

One of the best books I have ever read on 
teamwork is The 5 Dysfunctions of Team by 
Patrick Lencioni.  He covers this trust issue 
in great detail and he also covers the rest of 
the ingredients that great teams have, and 
mediocre teams always seem to miss.  If 
you’re interested in what it takes to be a 
great team I encourage you to give this 
book a try.
