I can’t believe how fast this summer has
gone! It seems like just yesterday that my kids
were getting out of school for the summer and
now they are getting ready to start a new school
year. I am convinced that time is moving faster
with every year that goes by. As time is speeding
by, it is sometimes hard to hear God’s voice or
even know if what we heard is God. We have
things to do and places to go...

I want to encourage you to slow down
and be still within yourself so that you can hear
what God wants to say to you! God speaks
through many ways. He speaks to us through His
Word, a still small voice, words of prophecy, and
even our children. God uses people; He speaks
through us and to us. Don’t think for a minute
that God doesn’t want to talk to you, He does.
We just have to learn to listen.

Once we learn to slow down and listen
we need to be able to know for sure that we are

hearing from God. So I want to give you five crite-

ria for confirming God’s voice from Charles Stanl¢

in his book, How to listen to God.

L. Gods voice is always consistent with the
Bible (God will never tell us to do anything
that contradicts His written Word)

2. Gods voice might conflict with human wis-
dom (God’s ways do not always make since
tous)

3. God's voice will likely clash with our fleshly
nature (Our old carnal selves will want to do
just the opposite)

4. God’s voice may challenge our faith (God
will consistently stretch us to reach higher
levels of belief)

5. God’s voice will often require us to be coura-
geous (Doing God’s will is not for wimps.

Obeying Him will often require bold action.)

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I hope that we will all slow down,
be still within ourselves and use these simple
criteria to confirm what God is saying to us.
God desires relationship with us. So I en-
courage you to get familiar with the voice of
God, and when He speaks be bold, be coura-
geous, step out, and do what He has told you
to do!
